The digestive anatomy of the horse is classified as a monogastric (simple stomach) animal with extensive post-gastric fermentation of undigested feed residue. Pigs are an example of a monogastric animal that does not have extensive hindgut fermentation capabilities, while ruminants (cattle and sheep) have extensive fermentation in the rumen prior to gastric digestion. The combination of a simple stomach and post-gastric fermentation gives horses the ability to efficiently utilize both forages and concentrates. Nonetheless, this combination can present some unique challenges that need to be addressed with feeding management.
